Lenders, Will James, Edward Borein, & Arizona’s favorite son, Lon Megargee - plus many, many others including works by several CAA (Cowboy Artists of America) members.  

Native American artifacts, textiles, beadwork & baskets will also be featured as well as rodeo, saloon, vintage photography, gambling, cowgirl, lawman & gunfighter memorabilia -- from both the historical and romanticized old west.

Vaquero & Charro artifacts in the 2005 auction include several gold & silver adorned, 19th century sombreros as well as impressive early Mexican spurs & ornate saddles. The rising popularity of Spanish Colonial and Mexican artifacts can be directly traced to an elevated consciousness and appreciation for the extraordinarily rich tradition of the Hispanic culture.
