(SPECIAL RELEASE ON THIS LOT ATTACHED) Known as the “People’s Saddle” (PHOTO 1) it was presented to Emperor Maximilian by the People of Mexico during his Imperial reign from 1864 – 1867. The saddle has been assigned a pre-sale estimate of $100,000 to $150,000.

Roy Rogers will take center stage at the auction as well. Several very exciting lots from the Roy Rogers and Dale Evans Museum will draw heated bidding from Hollywood and Western memorabilia fans alike. The highlight of this collection will be Roy Rogers personal Edward H. Bohlin sterling silver mounted Parade saddle estimated at $50,000 to $100,000.  Roy Rogers brightly colored and adorned, Wyoming-made, Tournament of Roses plastic saddle (PHOTO 2) which he rode with Dale in many parades in the1950’s is estimated at $20,000 to $30,000. Also estimated to bring $20,000 to $30,000 are his personal Edward H. Bohlin parade spurs on a pair of his custom made “Eagle” boots and his Edward H. Bohlin silver mounted Gun Rig which he used extensively in movies, TV and public appearances. This year’s auction will also feature many contemporary spur makers with one highlight being the “Lone Star Project” a themed pair of spurs from seven members of the Texas Style Bit & Spur Maker Association. Many fine Indian pieces will also be sold, including Navajo rugs, moccasins and baskets, as well as art from major Western artists, both deceased and living.  For the purist of Western collectors, there will be fine saddles, bits and spurs from Texas to California, a collection of western badges, chaps and posters. Over 300 important lots will be sold throughout the course of this exciting evening.
